The nomination needs at least one, no more than two, letters of support. The supporting letter(s) should address the uniqueness and worthiness of the nominee.  The supporting letter(s) should not exceed one page.  The nomination packet should have a cover page listing the nominator’s and supporter’s name, work phone number and home phone number, the nominee’s name, address and phone number, and a contact person for the nominee if it is a business or group of people.  The entire packet should not exceed five pages.
